The layout is divided into sections explaining and showcasing flower compositions offered by the site's owner. It uses a lot of white space

to give room to photos of flower compositions.

The colors used are shades of green to emphasize the natural aspect of the presented products. The chosen fonts create a more "natural"

atmosphere while retaining legibility.

The client wished to use a mandala combined with a flower, which constitutes the top part of the flower. The bottom part is a simple,

hand-drawn stem. The text, which is the company's name, sits In the bottom foreground.

The colors used are toned down shades of green; they go well together with the subject of the logo and present a much needed contrast

with the complexity of the mandala flower.

The font used, Lovingly Friends Script, thanks to its main charactersitics such as hand drawn look and a bit uneven baseline, adds a

natural feel to the logo.

Since it is the artits' websites and their works that are the most important part of the whole project, I wanted to make the logo subtle and

toned down. That's why it comprises only of a lower case letter "w" and the text. Only the symbol is used in the sticky version of the

header.

The logo, just like the whole website, uses the Noto Serif font in bold and regular.

Generally the artists have very strong visions as to what their websites should look like. Most of the time my input, apart from developing

the sites of course, is to guide them as to what will work and what will not in terms of UX.

This is my personal project in which I exchange websites for works of art. I contact artists who would like to exchange their paintings or

sculptures for a website that would present their work.

To make the whole project more professional, I've created a website and a logo using Affiinity Designer, Wordpress and Oxygen Builder.

I wanted to create a simple, yet eye-catchy layout to strike a balance between emphasizing the artists' websites and information about the

project. I've decided to use bold imagery and typography while keeping the color palette limited to only two accenting colors: light grey

and gold.

The chosen font, Noto Serif, in my opinion is readable and creates a more "art gallery" experience.
